national qualifications levels to the EQF

The EQF Fecommendation invites countrias to refer their national qualifications levels o
the EGF by 2010. Te meet this deadline and to ensure that the referencimg process is
desizned in sach a way that i can be undsrstood and trosted by smbeholders in all
couniries imvelved the EQF Adwvisory Group has agreed on a set of criteria and
procedures to guide this process. In addition to listing the 10 criteria procedures agreed
by the EQF Advisory Group, this note confains a brief explanatory part clanifying comtest
and intentions. Further clarification will be brought by debate within the EQF Advisory
Group, based on work by its thematic subzroups and on the experience gathered thronsh
the practice of referencing.

1. REFERENCING CRITERIA AND PROCEDURES

Thess criteria aim fo ensurs that the information and documentation that is put into the
public domain is walidated by the competent authorities, is relevant, i transparent, can be
compared and generates trust. This emphasis reflects tat the success of te EQF depends
on the ability of the counmies o rafer their qualifications systems and levels to the EQF
in 2 demonsirable, explicit and defensible way, that means in a way that the nformarion
can be judzed as valid or not by those not familiar with a country’s qualifications

The referencing criteria are essenfial in the sense that they indicate the general direction
of the referencing process. It is however important to note that criteria have to be proved
through practise. This means that an azresment on a =t of referencing critena repressnts
only a first step and that the application of the criteria needs to be followed up throush
puidance and systematic exchanze of experiences and zood practises. The National
Coordination Points as well as the test and pilot projects play an important rele in
parsuing this.

The EQF is a volnfary initiative. based on pmual fust ameng the participating
countries. These criteria and procedure provide countries that wish to engage in the EQF
referencing process with a guide to camy it out in a mansparent and consistent way.
